Zero Tolerance Policy

The SportsWorld Football Club (SWFC) has adopted the following Zero-Tolerance Policy and Code of Conduct for ALL age groups and teams. All members of the SWFC community are expected to uphold this policy and respect the coaches, players, referee and linesmen regardless of their age or soccer experience.

Every coach and all spectators shall support the referee. Failure to do so undermines the referee's authority and has the potential to create a hostile environment for players, the referee, and all other participants and spectators. No spectator is to address the referee during the game. Absolutely No Sarcasm, No Harassment, and No Intimidation will be tolerated by the Referee, Lineman or SWFC Coach.

Zero tolerance violations will be taken very seriously by the SWFC Board and may result in suspensions or possible removal of player from their team.

Penalties:  (Per offender, Per season)

· 1st Infraction – If a referee or SWFC coach should need to stop a match for any reasons stated above, the offending spectator will be asked to leave the playing field area immediately. The offending spectator will be contacted by a board member and suspended from attending the following game. If the offender refuses to leave playing area, they will be suspended from attending all games for the remainder of the season.

· 2nd Infraction – If a referee or SWFC coach should need to stop a match for any reasons stated above, the offending spectator will be asked to leave the playing field area immediately. The offender will be suspended from attending all games for the remainder of the season. If the offender refuses to abide by this policy a board vote will determine the possible removal of offender’s child from the SWFC for the remainder of the season.

· 3rd Infraction - If the parent shows up to a game after being dismissed based on the second infraction, the child of offender will be removed from the team and the club for the remainder of the season.  A hearing with the SWFC Board will need to occur to review allowing the player back into the club for the following season. 

All coaches and parents are required to sign this policy indicating their understanding of the SWFC “Zero Tolerance” policy.  A player will not be viewed as fully registered, and therefore unable to play on a SWFC team until parents of each player have signed this policy.

Code of Conduct

All individuals associated with the SWFC are expected to uphold the values of honesty, good sportsmanship, and respect for the integrity of team participation and team play. To ensure this behavior, the SWFC has adopted the Parents’ Code of Conduct which is detailed below. Violations will be taken very seriously by the SWFC Board and may result in suspensions or possible removal of player from their team. Violations will be assessed and suspensions will be determined by the SWFC Board.
The SWFC Board urges all of you to take these policies to heart so that we will all have a safe, enjoyable and successful season.

Parents’ Code of Conduct

1. Be positive, not critical of players and coaches. Let the coach instruct the players.
2. Respect the coach’s decision and abilities. Any issues may be addressed privately with the team coach, and if not resolved may be escalated to a SWFC Board member.
3. Respect your team manager and other SWFC officials.
4. Stress fair play, good sportsmanship and the importance of team work. 

5. Don’t yell if your child makes a mistake. Point out what they do well. Positive reinforcement goes a long way.

6. Take time to learn the rules of the game.  Do not question or criticize referee decisions during or after a game.
All parents and guardians of SWFC players are subject to the Zero Tolerance Physical Abuse Policy:

1. Any parent/guardian that attempts to cause physical injury or makes the threat thereof to any individual associated with SWFC shall be subject and his/her children shall be subject to immediate suspension from SWFC play for up to one year at the sole discretion of the SWFC Board.

2. A second instance of an attempt to threaten or cause physical injury shall result in up to a three year suspension for the player(s) and the parent/guardian from any involvement with SWFC.

3. Use of obscene or vulgar language in a boisterous manner to anyone at any time may result in a suspension at the sole discretion of the SWFC Board.

4. Taunting players, coaches, officials or other spectators by means of baiting, ridiculing, threat of physical violence, or actual violence may result in a suspension at the sole discretion of the SWFC Board.

All coaches and parents are required to sign this policy indicating their understanding of the SWFC “Zero Tolerance” policy.  A player will not be viewed as fully registered, and therefore unable to play on a SWFC team until parents of each player have signed this policy.
